TERMS OF REFERENCE

	1 To review the Student Charter annually to ensure currency and accuracy and to make any appropriate enhancements.

2 To review plans for the development of supporting Charters to ensure best practice in their development.

3 To receive all draft support Charters to ensure consistency.

4 To facilitate wider consultation with all appropriate internal staff, student representatives and, where appropriate, external representatives.

5 To review the relationship and appropriate cross-referencing between draft support Charters and the Student Charter and other published statements on University regulations, policies and procedures.

6 To report conclusions and recommendations to the Teaching and Learning Committee.

7 To communicate with, and make reports to, other University committees or bodies in relation to any of the above matters.

In reaching decisions the Committee will have due regard to their impact on, and implications for, the University’s commitment to ensuring equality of opportunity and good relations as outlined in its Equality Scheme, and associated policies, and where possible and practicable the Group will ensure that its actions are proactive in this respect.
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
