	To consider and review the development of strategies, action plans and user guides in relation to the adoption of emerging technologies.



	3
	To consider the impact of user support and business process planning pertaining to the adoption and embedding of emerging technologies.



	4
	To inform and oversee the implementation of a programme of innovative activities in relation to the evaluation, adoption and uptake of emerging technologies.



	5
	To liaise with Faculties/Departments to bring about an institution-wide understanding of the objectives, policies and practices pertaining to the adoption and embedding of emerging technologies.



	6
	To establish, from within its own membership or otherwise, such working groups or advisory groups as appropriate to advise and report on any of the above matters.


	7
	To receive reports from and communicate with other University committees or bodies and external bodies in relation to any of the above matters.
