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ASSESSMENT HANDBOOK

The University’s Assessment Handbook, endorsed by the Teaching and Learning Committee in June 2001 was circulated to School offices in October 2001 for distribution to all academic staff with teaching responsibilities.  It has also been sent to partner Colleges.

The Handbook has been compiled as a practical guide, to assist academic and other staff engaged in the assessment of students of the University or of its partner institutions.  It is intended to promote best practice.  Written at a general University level, it does not stand in isolation from faculty or subject-level policies and strategies which it complements.

The Working Group invites all Course Committees, to advise the Working Group on how useful they found the Handbook, to identify any omissions and suggested entries together with alternative or better examples if they exist.
