	1 To note the recommendations of the Academic Development and Enhancement Committee made on the advice of the Academic Planning Sub-Committee regarding the evaluation of new proposals.

2 To consider reports from evaluation and re-validation panels for taught programmes of study and make recommendations regarding approval to the Teaching and Learning Committee.

3 To present to the Teaching and Learning Committee an annual report on evaluations and re-validations.

4 To consider proposed revisions to titles or aims and objectives of programmes or major changes to their overall curriculum and make recommendations to the Teaching and Learning Committee, and to note other revisions approved by Faculties or the Academic Development and Enhancement Committee or Academic Planning Sub-Committee.

5 To keep under review University procedures for the validation of award-bearing taught programmes and to advise and make recommendations to the Teaching and Learning Committee.

6 To communicate with, and make reports to, other University committees or bodies in relation to any of the above matters.

In reaching decisions the Sub-Committee will have due regard to their impact on, and implications for the University’s commitment to ensuring equality of opportunity, and good relations as outlined in its Equality Scheme, and associated policies, and where possible and practicable to ensure that the actions of the Committee are proactive in this respect.
