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TERMS OF REFERENCE

	1 To report to the Teaching and Learning Committee on matters relating to work-based learning and their contribution to student learning.

2 To keep under review, advise and make recommendations on University policies and procedures in relation to work-based learning.

3 To receive reports from Faculty committees concerned with work-based learning.

4 To consider ways in which professional and administrative support for work-based learning might be provided from outside the Faculties.

5 To consult and advise on the development of online learning support mechanisms for students undertaking work-based learning.

6 To enable the sharing of information and experience of managing and developing work-based learning.

7 To advise on the requirements for staff development and training in this area.

8 To encourage the development of industrial partnerships and links with employers.

9 To communicate with, and make reports to, other University committees or bodies in relation to any of the above matters.

In reaching decisions the Sub-Committee will have due regard to their impact on, and implications for the University’s commitment to ensuring equality of opportunity and good relations as outlined in its Equality Scheme, and associated policies, and where possible and practicable, to ensure that the actions of the Sub-Committee are proactive in this respect.
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
