BACKGROUND INFORMATION

At the University of Ulster we recognise that attaining success at the highest levels of sport takes time and effort.  It can be difficult to get the balance between academic studies and sporting endeavours right.  That is why we have developed the Elite Athlete Entry Scheme – so that athletes who are committed to their sport may be able to achieve their twin ambition of a quality education and performance at the highest level within their sport.

The Scheme recognises the sacrifice in time, effort and crucially – in examination performance – which may result from taking part in sport at the highest level.  Under the Elite Athlete Entry Scheme, the University of Ulster allows a reduction in the points required for entry to full-time undergraduate courses.  For the academic year 2012-13 successful applicants to the Scheme will be offered a reduction in entrance requirements of 40 UCAS Tariff Points or the equivalent in other accepted entrance qualifications.   

N.B.  Applicants must satisfy the general and specific course requirements stipulated for admission (see online prospectus for details) and obtain an offer for the course(s) of their choice. 
· The Elite Athlete Entry Scheme with reduced tariff entry requirements is unique to the University of Ulster and the selection criteria reflect the evolving nature of the Scheme.

· Prior to advertising the Scheme each year the University of Ulster reserves the right to amend the criteria for selection according to the requirements of the Scheme.

· Only applications from participants in those sports recognized by Sport Northern Ireland/Irish Sports Council will be considered.

· Applicants to BSc Hons Dietetics, BSc Hons Occupational Therapy, BSc Hons Physiotherapy, BSc Hons Podiatry, BSc Hons Radiography (Therapeutic & Diagnostic) and BSc Hons Speech & Language Therapy must have a satisfactory performance in the Health Professions Admissions Test. More information on the HPAT can be found at http://www.hpat-ulster.acer.edu.au.  Gaining Elite Athlete Entry status will have no effect on this basic course entry requirement.

· Students coming to the University from courses above school leaver entry level are not eligible to apply to the Scheme and it will only be considered in relation to full time undergraduate courses. 

· The University will deal with queries submitted by the applicant only.

· Applicants will be notified in writing whether or not their application has been successful.  Unsuccessful candidates will have the opportunity to make a formal appeal in writing in accordance with appeal procedures that will be made available to them at the time of this notification.

· The offer of Elite Athlete Entry status is valid only for the year in which it is made and cannot be deferred.  A re-application may be made but it is not guaranteed to be successful on the basis of a previous application.

· The Application Form plays a vital role in the assessment process of the Elite Athlete Entry Scheme. It is therefore of paramount importance that it is completed as fully and clearly as possible.  If the Application Form is deemed by the Assessment Panel to be illegible or incomplete it may not be considered.

· Information from referees and governing bodies of sport may be used as part of the assessment process.  Applicants should ensure they provide details for appropriate individuals as requested in questions 8 and 11 on this form.

· The Assessment Panel will not consider applications received after the closing date of 15 January 2012.  An appeal against this decision may be submitted to the Head of Sports Services who may refer it to the Appeals Panel, should he decide there is a substantive case for an appeal against the application of the closing date.
