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WELCOMING REMARKS

SEAMUS MAC MATHUNA

Let me begin by welcoming you all to the Second International Conference of Societas
Celto-Slavica. | hope it will be a great success and that we will have an enjoyable and
pleasant stay here in Moscow. | wish to thank in particular Professor Tatyana Mikhailova
and her colleagues for organising the conference. | also thank the University authorities,
and the Philological-Historical Faculty, for permission to hold our lectures and events in
this prestigious seat of learning. We will also have some lectures in the Institute of
Linguistics at the Russian Academy of Sciences, and we are therefore most grateful to the
Institute and the Academy too for generously providing their facilities.

The First Conference, which was held last year in Coleraine, was a landmark event, and
the proceedings, Parallels between Celtic and Slavic (The Stationery Office, Coleraine,
2006), have already been published and will be officially launched a little later this
morning. They are a testament not only to the breadth and depth of the work being
carried out by those involved in Celto-Slavic matters but also to the general excellence of
the scholarship.

Like the present conference, the Coleraine one was also organised by Societas Celto-
Slavica, which provides a forum for scholars from the Slavic countries and the West who
are engaged in the study of connections and exchanges between Celtic and Slavic, and
seeks to make accessible to a wider public the work on Celtic matters carried out by
Slavic scholars. The Society developed naturally as a result of the dedication and efforts
of a number of scholars over many years and was particularly facilitated by recent
developments which have eased communication between East and West.

| presented a short history of Celtic scholarship in Russia and the USSR at the first
conference which is now available in the Proceedings, and I think it fitting here in
Moscow today that | should again mention some of the most important Russian figures of
the past who have contributed to the present healthy position which the subject now
enjoys but who are sadly no longer with us, scholars such as A. A. Smirnov, V. N.
Yartseva, A. A. Koroljov, and V. P. Kalygin who passed away suddenly in 2004 and who
was present at the inaugural meeting of the Society in 2003.

Societas Celto-Slavica follows on from the work begun in Leningrad and St. Petersburg
by V. N. Yartseva, which has been ably carried on by Alexander Falileyev, and by some
of the scholars | have just mentioned, including S. V. Shkunayev and Tatyana
Mikhailova here in Moscow. Of course, the Society also owes its origin to the great
tradition of Celtic scholarship in Poland, the Czech Republic and other Slavic countries.
See, for example, Professor Piotr Stalmaszczyk’s paper in the Proceedings of the First
Colloguium on the history of Celtic Studies in Poland.
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It would appear from the number of papers to be presented at the Colloquium - 51 in all -
that Celtic Studies in Russia and other Slavic countries is flourishing and that the
prospects for the future of the subject are bright. Moreover, contact with Western
scholars has increased enormously in recent years and a number of new exciting research
projects and academic exchanges are being carried out. The Society will seek to facilitate
and support endeavours of this nature.

In conclusion, let me thank again the organisers of the colloquium and all those who are
assisting in the running of the various events. We look forward with anticipation to the
very interesting and varied programme which you have prepared for us.
