Part-time provision  (Item D9)


The Committee noted the reported increase in the number of Access students seeking local part-time degree provision.  The Chairman reminded the Committee that the University’s policy, in accordance with that of DHFETE [DEL], did not allow the teaching of level ‘D’ [6] modules by colleges.  The University might consider alternative arrangements to deliver courses locally, through University staff or Recognised Teachers.

Level D modules at colleges

The Committee noted that some Further Education colleges were keen to make provision for final year degree level work in their institutions, based on a desire by students to continue their academic progression from a home base.  The University’s policy, in accordance with that of DHFETE [DEL], did not permit such provision under validation arrangements.  The University might offer level D [6] modules itself, possibly with University recognised teachers, but this arrangement would need to be managed strategically to ensure that adequate resources were available.

Level ‘D’ [6] modules at colleges

It was noted that the Further Education colleges were anxious to make provision for final year degree level work in their institutions.  The University’s policy, in accordance with that of DENI [DEL], did not allow such activity under validation arrangements.  Instead, the University might deliver courses locally, through University staff or Recognised Teachers, with the course being provided as a University course and students registered as University students.
