Classification of Honours Degree with more than 120 Credits at Level 3

As current University regulations did not allow for variation to the rule, and in order to accommodate degrees with substantially more level 3 modules than the minimum, it was noted that it would be necessary to ask Senate to amend regulations so that variations could be accommodated.  It was, therefore, proposed to the Committee that a general principle be established that in courses with substantially more than 120 credit points at level 3, the modules whose results contribute to the calculation of the final award should be those taken in the final period of study.

AGREED that it be recommended to Senate:

i)
that Honours degree regulation 28 : 
‘The assessment results from Level 3 shall normally contribute 100% to the final Honours degree result. Where a professional body requires Level 2 modules to contribute to the Honours classification for recognition purposes, or in the case of a language degree with a period of study abroad, an exception to this regulation may be proposed to the Senate.’
be replaced with:

‘Normally the final classification is based on all Level 3 modules.  Where a professional body requires Level 2 modules to contribute to the Honours classification for recognition purposes, or in the case of a language degree with a period of study abroad, or in the case of degrees with more than 120 credit points at Level 3 where a Faculty wishes to restrict the proportion of Level 3 modules which contribute to the final award, an exception to this regulation may be proposed to the Senate.’
