Code of Practice for Assurance of Academic Quality and Standards in Higher Education – Section 8: Careers, Education, Information and Guidance 2010 

The Committee noted that a Working Group with membership drawn from the Career Development Centre and Faculties had been established in June 2010 to review the new Code of Practice for Careers, Education, Information and Guidance and the University’s compliance with it.

Mr McGivern presented paper TLC/10/41b which confirmed that the University complied with all aspects of the Code and provided examples of evidence of adherence to the 13 precepts.  The report highlighted the need continually to raise awareness among staff of the careers, education, information and guidance needs of students and the relevant policies and resources.  Although the Career Development Centre provided support for preparing students for graduate-level employment, it worked in partnership with Faculties in developing skills relevant to employment.
