Elite Athlete Scheme

It was noted that applicants in receipt of Elite Athlete offers were given a discounted offer amounting to 60 tariff points and that it was no longer obligatory for students admitted through the Elite Athlete scheme to play for University teams.  Although the discounted offer arrangement appeared to be working well, selection difficulties were being encountered by the very high demand courses with high asking grades of AAA or AAB at A Level.  The Committee considered a proposal to reduce the discount for such courses.  

It was noted that a similar scheme for the formal recognition of elite achievement in other performance areas eg Music might be considered in the future.


AGREED:
that the discounted offer for Elite Athletes be reduced to 40 tariff points for designated health profession courses, ie Occupational Therapy, Physiotherapy and Speech and Language Therapy.

Contribution of Step-Up and Elite Athlete Points
It was noted that applicants in receipt of Elite Athlete and Step-Up offers were given a discounted offer amounting to 60 tariff points.  Where points equivalence achievement was accepted in August the application of discount was straightforward.  There was however a need to clarify how the discount should be applied when points equivalence achievement was not accepted.
