Powers of Boards of Examiners and Final Year Review Panels  (Item 7)


The Sub-committee [on Taught Courses] reviewed the powers of Boards of Examiners and Faculty Review Panels with regard to the consideration of evidence of extenuating circumstances.  As a Review Panel acted on behalf of the Board of Examiners, it was important that each should have the same powers in this matter.

AGREED:
that the following recommendations be endorsed and forwarded to Senate, with effect from the June 1999 Boards of Examiners:


(i)
that University regulations for all awards be amended to remove the power of Board of Examiners to deem a candidate to have passed an assessment and to recommend a (classified) award:


(ii)
that the options available to Boards of Examiners and Review Panels, in considering evidence of extenuating circumstances, should be:



(a)
deem the candidate to have passed and recommend an Aegrotat award;



(b)
permit the candidate to complete, take or repeat the assessment.

Extenuating Circumstances
The Committee discussed whether the requirement for students with extenuating circumstances to (re)take the relevant assessment might be set aside for one module.  It was confirmed that students should be able to demonstrate achievement of learning outcomes to a satisfactory standard (pass or condonable level) in order to be eligible for an award, and that deeming a candidate to have passed would be inappropriate except in the context of the Aegrotat award.

that no change be made to University policy.
