REVIEW OF REGULATORY FRAMEWORK 

The Committee at its April meeting had considered a paper reviewing the University’s standards and quality assurance arrangements to ensure that they remained fit for purpose in the context of the new Teaching and Learning Strategy (mins 08.78 – 79 refer).  Proposals in relation to the regulatory framework were noted and a consultation paper was issued to Faculties and the Students’ Union.

The Committee, at its May meeting, noted that DEL had yet to clarify whether its decision not to approve new Associate Bachelor’s degrees in Colleges was an objection to the use of the AB title, or to non-vocational provision at Intermediate level in the FE sector.  The Department’s position would have implications particularly for the continuation of Humanities provision.


The Committee noted that, in drawing up the new Qualifications Framework in 2002, the University had envisaged that Foundation degrees and Associate Bachelor’s degrees would replace DipHEs and in the medium term HND and HNC awards.  The DipHE award had been retained, but revised to require a work-based learning component, until such time as the Foundation degree award was fully available in all vocational subject areas, following completion of DEL’s pilot scheme. 

The Committee supported the use of the DipHE award as an alternative to the AB.  The DipHE would, therefore, be available as an alternative award title for both the Fd and the AB.  Colleges would need to clarify with DEL whether it required them to replace their existing AB degrees with DipHEs.

The Committee noted that DEL was supportive of the ‘2 + 2’ model for the full-time Foundation/Honours degree articulation but it had not yet concluded the Strategic Review of the FE Sector.  Progression routes from ABs would depend on the match in content and level with the related degree.

AGREED:
that it be recommended to Senate that, in view of DEL’s current position regarding AB degrees in FE Colleges, the work-based learning requirement for DipHEs be removed and that Regulation 7 of the Award Regulations be amended accordingly.
