Guidance on the Level 3 [6] Nature of Graduate Diplomas and Certificates 

The Committee noted that the Quality Assurance and Enhancement Committee, at its meeting on 18 February 2004, had asked for guidance to be provided to Faculties on achieving the level 3 nature of Graduate Diplomas and Certificates.

The Committee noted that each qualification permitted one or two modules at a lower level, ie A, 1 or 2.  The Chairman advised that the level 3 requirement could be addressed by ensuring that modules covering introductory material focussed on the application of knowledge to the subject being taught rather than seeking to ensure the acquisition of the same body of technical knowledge as would be expected of a student studying at level 3 of an undergraduate degree.
