Student Access to Completed Module Areas

The Sub-Committee had agreed that, wherever possible, policies applicable to classroom-based courses should be applied to online courses.  The Committee noted that WebCT provided a number of tools to permit students to compile and archive their course materials and that these tools provided a similar body of information resource as available in traditionally taught courses.  The Committee was asked to endorse a policy whereby student access to online module areas was automatically removed at the end of the academic year, immediately following the formal archiving of all module areas.  To allow for a situation whereby staff might want student or cohort access to a module area beyond the end of the academic year, a service to restore a module instance to a staff-managed WebCT course area could be provided.
