REVIEW OF REGULATORY FRAMEWORK 


The Committee at its April meeting had considered a paper reviewing the University’s standards and quality assurance arrangements to ensure that they remained fit for purpose in the context of the new Teaching and Learning Strategy (mins 08.78 – 79 refer).  Proposals in relation to the regulatory framework were noted and a consultation paper was issued to Faculties and the Students’ Union.  (Consideration of proposals in relation to modular combined degrees was deferred to 2008/9 pending receipt of the themed audit report.)

that the normal full-time and maximum part-time study loads be defined for the 30 week academic year (rather than for each semester), the calendar year and for the intensive summer semester, as follows:

	Study load in credit points
	Normal full time (notional hours per week)
	Part time maximum (notional hours per week)

	Academic year (30 weeks) (2 semesters)
	120  (40)

Definition of part-time study (Item 5)


Following a University-wide analysis of 1996/97 module enrolment data, and in view of the continuing significance of the distinction between full and part-time study for fees, block grant and eligibility for financial support, it was concluded that the distinction should be clarified by defining the maximum permissible study load for part-time students.


The Committee approved the following recommendations:


(i)
that the maximum part-time study load in each semester should be as follows:

(The summer load related to the intensive summer semester.  Students studying over a 
longer period might take more modules.)

(ii)
that students should not be permitted to enrol at the start of the year as full-time for one semester and part-time for another, as course regulations should not allow such combination.  However, a student may transfer from full-time to part-time registration and vice versa at the end of a semester, if the alternative mode of attendance is available and the transfer is approved by the Faculty, in accordance with the student record amendment procedures;

(iii)
that full-time students should take a full-time study load and consequently may only be exempted from whole semester.
