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Future of HNDs in FE Colleges (Item 2)

The Forum had sought clarification on the University’s agreed model for Foundation degrees and progression and the Chair reported that she had written to the Chair of the Forum and Deans to clarify that, as agreed by Senate earlier this academic year, all new and revised validated Fd provision should follow the 2 + bridging + 1 model.  It was envisaged that the bridging component would normally be undertaken at the University and be delivered by University staff, and that departures from this would need to be considered and approved by the Teaching and Learning Committee.
The bridging component could range from 0 to 120 credit points depending on the curriculum match.  Colleagues should be encouraged to use blended learning approaches, where appropriate, to facilitate the delivery of this provision and to be congruent with Ulster’s widening access and participation strategy.
