CERTIFYING ENTREPRENEURSHIP ACHIEVEMENT


Dr McGowan presented a position paper on certifying Entrepreneurship achievement in undergraduate programmes (TLC/04/89).  


The Committee noted that the Operations Committee of NICENT had, at its January 2003 meeting, discussed how it might respond to the contractual requirement placed on the Centre to provide ‘a Certificate for Entrepreneurship’.  A number of issues raised were subsequently discussed and agreed at meetings of the University’s Co-ordinators of Academic Enterprise and with other key staff in the University.


The Committee noted that a number of options were proposed whereby formal certification might be given.  A University-level award, which was only made for full programmes of study, was not proposed.


The Committee considered the following options:

a) that a brief statement be added to graduating students’ transcripts to record that they had completed the requirements for entrepreneurship awareness;

b) that NICENT produce its own certificate recording a student’s engagement with the entrepreneurship learning outcomes, using the model for short course attendance or similar certificates;

c) that students’ engagement with the entrepreneurship agenda be recorded through PDP.


AGREED:
